MEMORANDUM 2.

For scientists who disagree with constructions of modern theoretical physics.

The many positions of the modern physics, which are constructed on the theory of relativity, are erroneous. It is necessary to reconsider all physics of 20 centuries without application of the theory of relativity. I call all scientists to consider natural phenomena without the theory of relativity and by assistance of the following positions.
